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RESUMEN

Los aportes en presente investigacion del tema planteado me permitieron inferir
gue el estado peruano no esta cumpliendo fielmente con su deber constitucional
referente a la Reforma Penal para cautelar la proteccion correspondiente de los
derechos fundamentales del autor peruano el cual encuentra amparo en el
articulo 27 inciso 2 de la Declaracion Universal de los Derechos Humanos es asi
qgue el objetivo del estudio se encuentra en la incidencia del incremento de la
pena en la proteccidn al derecho del autor. Siendo que en la presente
investigacion es no experimental por tratarse de un estudio juridico donde se
utilizé el disefio de la ciencia aplicada y de contenido cualitativo. Es mas que
evidente que a el Estado Peruano no ha contemplado en su agenda la
problematica de la pirateria en la Ciudad de Lima ,sin embargo su inaccién
genera un imparable caos social sobre este mal endémico de informalidad en
relacion de la proteccion del derecho del autor .ya que de la investigacion destaca
la modificacion radical del articulo 216° del Codigo Penal cuyo objetivo es lograr
qgue la pena incrementada cumpla con su fin preventivo general que persuadira
notablemente a todas las personas que se dedican a esta actividad ilicita.
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ABSTRACT

The contributions in this investigation of the subject raised allowed me to
infer that the Peruvian state is not faithfully fulfilling its constitutional duty
regarding the Criminal Reform to protect the corresponding protection of
the fundamental rights of the Peruvian author which is protected by Article
27, paragraph 2 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights is so that
the objective of the study is in the incidence of the increase of the
sentence in the protection of the right of the author. Being that in the
present investigation it is not experimental because it is a legal study
where the design of applied science and qualitative content was used. It
is more than evident that the Peruvian State has not included in its agenda
the problem of piracy in the City of Lima, however its inaction generates
an unstoppable social chaos about this endemic evil of informality in
relation to the protection of the author's right and that the investigation
highlights the radical modification of Article 216 of the Criminal Code
whose objective is to ensure that the increased sentence meets its
general preventive purpose that will persuade significantly all persons

engaged in this illegal activity.
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
