El presente trabajo de suficiencia profesional, es una sintesis laboral que describe la
experiencia profesional adquirida en una institucion publica, teniendo como objetivo
principal dar a conocer la importancia del peritaje en psicologia forense y la elaboracion
del dictamen pericial psicolégico forense, el cual permite establecer la conducta y el
estado mental de las personas evaluadas de acuerdo a los diferentes tipos de delitos que
expone el codigo penal, contribuyendo de ésta manera en la toma de decisiones
judiciales. La pericia psicologica forense, permite conocer las caracteristicas de
personalidad del evaluado y el proceso interno que se encuentra atravesando, haciendo
visible las consecuencias negativas psicoldgicas y sociales, tanto en victimas como en
victimarios. A lo largo de éste periodo, se evaludé a una gran cantidad de personas de
diferentes edades por distintos motivos, siendo el Maltrato Psicologico por Violencia
Familiar, el delito con mayor porcentaje y nimero de casos atendidos a diario en el
Departamento de Psicologia Forense. Por ello, se exponen diferentes conceptos de
violencia familiar, el proceso de evaluacion por el que se pretende demostrar éste tipo
de violencia, tomando como referencia un caso practico para la explicacion del tema.
Esta experiencia de trabajo ha sido muy enriquecedora porque fue posible obtener y
aplicar conocimientos que aportaron en el desarrollo de la practica profesional como

psicologa clinica y perito psicéloga forense.

ABSTRACT AND KEYWORDS

The present work of professional sufficiency is a work synthesis that describes the
professional experience acquired in a public institution, which the main objective is to
release the importance of the forensic psychology expertise and the elaboration of the
forensic psychological expertise, that allows to establish the conduct and mental state of
evaluated people in the institution, according to the different types of crime that the
penal code exposes, contributing to the judicial decision-making. The forensic
psychological expertise lets know the personality characteristics of the evaluated person
and the internal process that he is going through, making visible the negative
psychological and social consequences for both the victims and perpetrators.
Throughout this period of time, a large number of people of different ages were
evaluated for different reasons, being the psychological abuse for Domestic or Family
Violence, the one with the highest percentage and number of cases attended daily in the
Forensic Psychological Department. For this reason, different concepts of family
violence are exposed the evaluation process by which it is intended to demonstrate this
type of violence, taking as reference a practical case for the explanation of the subject.
